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Shinkovich A. Historical and political genesis of the phenomenon of “local
self-government” and its own modeling in the context of economic develop-
ment.

We believe that they are reviewing the peculiarities of development and justifi-
cation of the phenomenon of “local self-government” in the historical and political
aspect. Emphasize that local government has worked on folklore and processing,
and has transformed itself into the use of globalization, integration and informa-
tion processes inherent in contemporary actors and society. The basic models of past
and present systemic local self-government are characterized with the separation
of common and special in these processes. It is emphasized that the effective func-
tioning of local self-government is to a large extent derived from the separation of
powers and the distribution of one's own life in one's own states.
